Answer: The Scriptures do not reveal what
the relationship of men and women will be after
the resurrection is completed. The most that
we know is that there will be no children born
during the last 100 years of the Millennium
(Isa. 65:20), nor any born after that, because
men and women do not have children after they
reach the age of 100 years. Whether the iden-
tity of the sexes, as such, will be preserved, we
do not know. There have been some well authen-
ticated instances in which women have been
transformed into men, and it is possible that this
transformation may become general and we

shall all be brothers together.

‘Answer: Most certainly it is. A pension is a

confession of obligation by a government that it
owes the pensioner for services already ren-
dered and which were not adequately compen-
sated for at the time the work was done. This
is a separate question from whether or not one
should enter the employ of the government,
though the government has many kinds of work
in which the most conscientious Christian counld
engage without hesitation. How could it injure
the eternal interests of a Christian to sell post-
age stamps, or deliver letters, or build levees, or
work in the printery or weather bureau or
burean of fisheries or department of labor? But
the Christian should properly draw the line at
engaging in occupations which might require
him to take human life. However, if he has pre-
viously worked in such departments, and been
inadequately paid, we see no reason why he
should refuse back compensation freely given to
others who rendered the same service as he did.

If you are unmarried, engaging in
behavior that arouses passion can
lead to frustration and worse
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be aroused sexually by your romantic activi-
ty. Is it not deceitful, and even cruel, to kiss
OF caress someone you are not in a position to
marry or may not even seriously consider as
a potential marriage mate? (Compare Prov-
erbs 26:18, 19.) The Bible warns: “The cruel
person is bringing ostracism upon his own or-
ganism."—Proverbs 11:17

It shouldn’t be any secret to a Bible student
that a romantic touch or a Kiss can arouse
strong sexual desire. The Bible tells of the se-
duction of a young man by a prostitute. It
says: “She has grabbed hold of him and given
him a kiss." (Proverbs 7:13) Such a kiss or
touch can trigger a profound physical re-
sponse. As intimacies progress a boy or a girl
becomes increasingly aroused. Frankly, the
body is getting ready for sexual intercourse.

If a couple are married, they can satisfy
their passions in a delightful and honorable
way. But when an unmarried couple indulge
in passion-arousing sexual play, problems are
sure to result. In one survey, writer Nancy
Van Pelt found that many youths who got
